Geir Ove’s childhood was
marked by his father’s (Lars Bakken) political career and he followed in his father’s
footsteps when he became mayor of Alta in 2003. Before becoming mayor Geir Ove was a
carpenter.

Tove Bull er professor i nordisk sprogvidenskab ved Universitetet i Tromsg. Hun var
prorektor for universitetet fra 1990-1995 og blev den fgrste kvindelige rektor pa
universitetet i 1996 - en stilling hun besad frem til 2001.

Tove Bull is a Nordic linguist at the University in Tromsg. She served as prorector from
1990 to 1995 and then became the first female rector of the university, serving from
1996-2001. Tove Bull is also a member of several different boards and commitees, both
national and international. She was a member of the Norwegian Language Council from
1980 til 1995. For the present she is a borad member, e.g. at Samish University College in
Kautokeino and at the University of the Faroe Islands.

Dean Carson er lektor og leder af Befolknings- og Turisme Studier pa Charles Darwin
Universitet i Australien. Hans forskningsinteresser retter sig mod at forsa, hvorfor
mennesker veelger (eller fraveelger) at bo i afsidesliggende egne, og hvad regeringer,
erhvervsliv og lokalsamfund ger for at pavirke disse beslutninger. Hans nyeste forskning
bestar af analyser af, hvordan ekstreme vejrsituationer pavirker demografien, modeller af
turiststremme i den australske gdemark, kortleegning af arbejdsmigrationsmgnstre i
Australien og undersggelser af aborigineres skiftende mobilitetsadfeerd. Dean Carson er
hovedredaktgr pd en kommende bog, som sammenligner demografisk forandring i de
afsidesliggende egne i Australien, Canada, Nordeuropa og Alaska.

Dean Carson is associate professor and the Head of Population and Tourism Studies at
Charles Darwin University in Australia. His research interests revolve around
understanding why people choose to (or choose not to) spend time in remote places, and
what governments, business and community do to try and influence those decisions.
Recent research includes analysing the impacts of extreme weather events on the
demography, modelling tourist flows across ‘outback Australia’, mapping internal labour
migration patterns in Australia, and investigating changing mobility behaviours of
Aboriginal people. Dean Carson is chief editor of a forthcoming book comparing
demographic change in remote Australia, Canada, Northern Europe and Alaska.
